RECEIVING AND INSPECTION

Carefully inspect the unit for any damage and
shortage immediately upon receipt of the unit and
record on the

Delivery Receipt any visible sign of damage.

HANDLING

Lift the unit by the base or shipping or crate. Never
lift by the hood. When lifting multiple section units,
always lift each section seperately.

OVERSIZED UNITS

Almost no field assembly is required with the
execption of joing the ventilator at the curb as
shown in Figure 1

On multiple section units, place the two units
together on the roof curb and install the hem strip.
Secure with tex screws (supplied by others).

STORAGE

If the unit is stored for any length of time prior to
installation, store itinits original shipping crate and
protect it from dust debris and the weather.

OVERSIZED AND SPECIAL LNITS
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When units have hoods with a dimension greater than 98" width or 144"
in bength, the ventilator is shipped in two or mare sections. Almost no field
assembly is required with the exception of joining the ventiator at the curb
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
